Following are our comments on the Big Piney Ranger District’s notice of intent to
prepare a Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement (SEIS) to determine
whether and to what extent analysis of new issues and information might alter the oil
and gas leasing decision as it relates to the 44,720 acres submitted to BLM for
leasing by the Forest Service.

Our comments are specific to our mission: we are dedicated to the promotion and
enhancement of Wyoming's agriculture, natural resources, and quality of life. As
these proposed leases affect our agriculture industry, our natural resources, and the
welfare of our citizens, it is important that the Wyoming Department of Agriculture
(WDA) remain involved in all proposed actions and decisions and that we continue
to have the opportunity to express pertinent issues and concerns.

These oil and gas leases will impact grazing permittees, agriculture producers,
landowners, and other citizens, as well as our natural resources, both in and near the
project area.

In addition to analyzing these individual impacts, the Bridger-Teton National Forest
(BTNF) needs to evaluate the cumulative effects of this and other energy
development projects in the area for their impacts on rangelands, forage and habitat,
noxious weeds, ground and surface water, riparian areas, and livestock grazing.

Following are specific individual effects that need to be analyzed in the BTNF: off-
road traffic, increased road traffic and speeding vehicles; traffic dust and decreased
vegetative palatability; destroyed cattle guards and wing ditches; deaths and
impairments of livestock: consequences on Animal Unit Months and pastures for
grazing; social and economic impacts on livestock operators; cut fences; opened
gates; damaged range improvements; introduction and spread of noxious weeds: and
the inevitable conflicts with livestock management operations.
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
