Our comments are specific to our mission: dedication to the promotion and enhancement of
Wyoming’s agriculture, natural resources, and quality of life. As this proposed project affects
our agriculture industry, our natural resources, and the welfare of our citizens, it’s important
you continue to inform us of proposed actions and decisions and continue to provide us the
opportunity to express pertinent issues and concerns.

The WDA does not foresee any issues with these allotments as is already depicted in the
scoping letters. It is our understanding the three allotments are meeting standards and
guidelines for healthy range conditions and we would recommend KFO includes this fact in the
NEPA analysis.

We would like to commend the KFO in encouraging permittees to participate in vegetative
monitoring on their allotments. We strongly encourage you to continue working with
permittees and encouraging them to participate in joint cooperative monitoring on these
allotments.
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
