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We strongly encourage Black Hills National Forest officials to continue to work with all livestock
grazing permittees who may potentially be adversely affected by this project. Grazing on public
lands is of significant value to agricultural producers as well as local communities. The impacts of
this project could initially decrease revenues for grazing permittees and other agriculture producers.

We also request that the duration of time needed before grazing can occur on prescribed burn areas
be evaluated on a case-by-case basis in cooperation with the grazing permittees, rather than
adhering to a predetermined nationwide policy. Additionally, timely and successful reclamation
and mitigation are critical to the re-introduction of livestock on treated areas and must be required.

Decisions in the proposed plan should allow FS officials, grazing permittees and private landowners
the opportunity to work cooperatively. Flexibility to make the best site-specific, case-by-case
decisions that are in the best interests of the affected resources and citizens throughout the life of
this plan should also be addressed.

In conclusion, we appreciate the opportunity to comment on the scope of the proposed actions. We
encourage continued attention to our concerns and we look forward to hearing about and being
involved in proposed actions and decisions.
