Following are the VVyoming Department of Agriculture's (VVDA) comments pertaining to the 
VVild Horse Gathering for the Red Desert Complex VVild Horse Herd Management Areas 
Environmental Assessment (VVHGRDCEA). 

Our comments are specific to our mission: dedication to the promotion and enhancement of 
VVyoming's agriculture, natural resources, and quality of life. As the proposed project affects 
our agriculture industry, our natural resources, and the welfare of our citizens, it is important 
you continue to inform us of proposed actions and decisions and continue to provide us the 
opportunity to express pertinent issues and concerns. 

The VVDA supports the proposed action to gather wild horses and utilize a fertility control 
vaccine in the Red Desert Complex VVild Horse Management Areas. VVe commend the Bureau of 
land Management (BlM) for their development of a proposed action that includes removjng 
excess horses from this area and adjacent lands using a selective removal strategy, collecting 
wild horse data for appropriate future herd management, and administering fertility 
treatments. The gathering of wild horses in this area is essential to achieving the appropriate 
management level (AMl), ensuring a natural ecological balance to the range, and providing for 
the protection of rangeland resources. The proposed alternative also meets the direction and 
guidelines of the 2003 Consent between the State of VVyoming and u.s. Department of Interior 
and the Bureau of land Management (BlM). 

VVe support the continued work of the BlM to manage wild horse populations in the State of 
VVyoming, while providing for the protection of rangeland resources. The gathering of wild 
horses is in conformance with the Rawlins and lander RMPs, provides for the continuation of 
healthy viable populations of wild horses on public lands for future generations to view and 
works to protect the delicate balance between rangeland resources and their multiple uses.
