General Project Description: This project involved monitoring on Mountain Allotment on US Forest Service Land and Wyoming State Lands. This project would serve to read existing trend monitoring sites, establish new trend monitoring sites and map Ecological Site Descriptions.  In addition, this project would strengthen permittee/land management agency partnerships through enhanced Joint Cooperative Permittee Monitoring efforts.

Objective 1.1
1. Began soil study with a number of sites to help classify ecological sites on the Mountain Allotment. Permittees, US Forest Service, NRCS, UW Extension, and Consulting Firm, LLC. cooperatively met to  determine locations and procedures. 
2. Vegetation studies were conducted in addition to soil samples in the designated areas, also for ecological sites.
3. Existing monitoring sites were determined and evaluated for the intended and future uses. 
4. Photo points were reestablished on existing sites and established on new sites. 
Objective 1.2
1. Data previously collected on the Mountain Allotment were cooperatively reviewed to ensure current and future data correlated and continued previous efforts on long-term monitoring.

2. Data collected during the 2012 field season were entered into the electronic database and allotment file in the USFS office.

Objective 2.1
1. Held collaborative planning meeting at the USFS office to discuss timeline of grant and tasks to complete under the grant. Also discussed the roles and responsibilities of permittees, partners, agencies and Consulting Firm, LLC.
2. Education was provided to permittee to assist in future monitoring projects, including establishing a monitoring site, completing monitoring study worksheets and identification of key areas. 
3. Permittees assisted in reading transect data with the assistance of agencies and consultant. 
4. Permittees spent additional time riding the allotment with agency and consultant to establish historical uses, boundaries, water improvements and key areas.
